On arrival, at Athens International Airport, students should take the Metro Line 3 (blue line) 

with the direction to Agia Marina and get off at Monastiraki Station (approximately 50mins).  

Metro tickets from/to the airport costs 5 Euros for students and 10 Εuros for adults.  

Note that metro and bus services operate from 5:30-24:30 during the weekdays.
