Dutch students will contact you before
the business week by email. They will
make arrangements to guide you from
the Central Train station in Rotterdam Traveling during Business
to the hostel when you arrive. In order

to make an appointment about the week
time and place of your pick-up, the
students will contact you at least two
weeks before arrival by e-mail.

Coffee breaks
