Part 3 : Budget elaboration and negotiation 

The reorganization will induce investments and budgets will have to be prepared. 

→ Calculations to prepare a grant request. 
→ Negotiation, during a meeting, to defend the various elements of a budget 
→ Preparation of a provisional income statement
